In the synagogue of Nazareth

4 14Jesus acted with the power of the Spirit, and on his return to Galilee the news about him spread throughout all that territory. 15He began teaching in the synagogues of the Jews and everyone praised him.

16When Jesus came to Nazareth where he had been brought up, he entered the synagogue on the Sabbath as he usually did. 17He stood up to read and they handed him the book of the prophet Isaiah.
